KV1:View west/north-west from Ramps Hill towards Malmesbury
An attractive view of the rural open countryside of fields and hedgerowstowards the Cotswolds AONB,

offering a tranquil viewpoint with sightings of wildlife. The landscape is relatively uninterrupted by
development, with only a few agricultural buildings

KV3: View south from Ramps Hill towards Brinkworth Church
An attractive view looking south from Ramps Hill towards the church, with the main part of the village on

the ridge. The willow trees along Woodside Brook are present in the foreground and views towards
Lyneham Banks in the distance.

KV2:View north-east from Ramps Hill towards Braydonside
A view of the gently rolling agricultural land towards the Thames/Avon watershed and the Cotswold

AONB taken from a public footpath. The view shows a variety of crops and trees and hedgerows which
provide important habitat for the wildlife and provides an area of dark skies and tranquillity.

KV4: View south-east from Ramps Hill towards Farm Hill

A view of the small fields of permanent pasture with groups of trees in an undulating countryside looking

across Dauntsey Vale towards the North Wessex AONBView contains a significant amount of vegetation
which support many species of birds and wildflowers and offers a sense oftranquillity experiencedvia the

Public Footpath.



KV5: View south-west from Chessley Hill towards Trow Lane KV6: View north/north west down Blackberry Lane

View of settlement in valley between Lyneham and Chessley Hill with farmland beyond. Settlement is A short distance view looking north along Blackberry Lane, with views of the the attractive and diverse
nestled in the wooded valley with the open countryside surrounding it.

Tranquil setting
contribute to the enjoyment of the Public Footpath and provide links to nature, dark skies, presence of wildlife/ birdsong and relative peace and
