Chris Walton who has been appointed to represent patients from Brinkworth at Malmesbury Health Care centre, gave the committee a synopsis of the AGM held on the 5th August 2025. The Patient Participant Group (PPG) inform us of the various new services and developments to the patients of Brinkworth.  The Autumn Flu and Covid vaccinations are now available for over 75’s.
 
086/25 Report from Wiltshire Councillor E Threlfall
Wiltshire Councillor Elizabeth Threlfall updated the Council on Wiltshire Council issues and advised that the Council had just published their "Plan for the Future" and this was now at the public consultation stage. She referred to the new Wiltshire Connect local bus service which is bookable via the App or by telephone:  Wiltshire Connect - Connecting Wiltshire
She also reported on the meeting with the local Highways Engineer at Callow Hill which checked that the hedges were not interfering with visibility splays.
Referring to the new Houses in RWB Cllr Millard requested assurance that proper drainage would be built in to any new development.  Cllr Threlfall responded that she had discussed these concerns with Drainage who confirmed that planning conditions required new buildings to put in measures which ensured that they mitigate any potential flooding issues.

089/25 Highways
Cllr Smith requested Cllr Watkins take photos of any faded road speed signs, in order for Highways to consider replacements.  Cllr Smith reported that approval had been given for the two requested LHFIGs for assessments of highways by WC, one for the B4042 for the 50mph limit zone from Mill House to the end of the village primarily including the crossroads and the other for Callow Hill. Wiltshire Council confirmed that the assessments would be performed in the next two months and that any agreed work would be completed next year using next year’s budget.

090/25 Highways Visit Callow Hill
W Cllr Threlfall arranged for a Highways representative to look at the Hedges and sight lines at the crossroads.  Cllr Smith had provided photograph of the sight lines from the car driver’s perspective. The highways engineer takes readings from the road lines and whist standing upright.  From Wood Lane, it is clear that the Telegraph pole to the west and uncut verges do obscure the view.   Cllr Smith emphasized that we should wait for a proper assessment being carried out under the LHFIG request.

091/25 LHIG Callow Hill
With the help from Mrs Fiona Fry, Cllr Smith was going to submit an Information Pack including a Collision Log to Wiltshire Council for use when performing the assessment along with a report from a survey carried out on line of how traffic speed and size of vehicles affects inhabitants along the stretch of the B4042.  From the 50 miles per hour speed limit to the Callow Hill crossroads. 
Cllr Millard questioned whether some of these dumper lorries were going down Callow Hill and through Grittenham to Whites Farm.  W Cllr Threlfall asked for examples of 40 MPH areas where housing was not dense.  Mrs Fry cited Ashton Keynes near the entrance to the coach yard.  
Mr Herzog presented proposals for improving the corner of Wood Lane.  Parish Council suggested he make a formal application through Wiltshire Council. Parish Council reminded him that there was a policy not to develop agricultural land. 


092/25 Bellamy’s Lane
At the LHFIG meeting Cllr Smith received approval for the siting of the pole for the new SID near Bellamy’s Lane.


093/25 Cllr Greener resignation
Cllr Greener had indicated his intention to step down as Parish Councillor upon moving to RWB.
The Committee thanked him (in his absence) for all the tireless work, on the Neighbourhood Plan and the Foot Path Committee and Heritage Society. His dedication to the village over the last 40 years has been admirable.


094/25 Biomass Digester at Park Farm
W Cllr Threlfall, Cllr Parsons, Cllr Fairgrieve, and Cllr Smith all attended a presentation by Eco Sustainable Solutions Limited who along with Crapper and Sons are planning an Anaerobic Digestion facility at Park Grounds RWB. The facilities would treat up to 75,000 tonnes of food waste annually. Wiltshire Council will be required by government to process all household food waste collections by 2026.  The facility would produce 25 million kWh of renewable gas (biomethane) which would either heat 5,000 plus homes or fuel 80 HGVs. It would also produce fertiliser which would be distributed to farms. 
Cllrs asked for details about increase in traffic and location of farms suitable for this type of fertiliser.
At the presentation Eco confirmed that there would be an increase of 2% traffic per day (100 vehicles, lorries, tractors, fuel tankers). Planning application expected to be submitted in September/ October.   W Cllr Threlfall thought there might be another site to be considered at South Cerney. Cllr Smith suggested sharing information with Steve Bucknell from RWB.
 

095/25 Damage on gate in Recreation Field
Two young men were seen in the play area and left broken glass and broken gate post. Both Clerk and her son cleared as much as possible.  Clerk has informed Chairman of the Heritage Society who agreed to look into it. Clerk also to inform Neighbourhood Policing Team.


096/25 Notice Board
Clerk provided a sample of new notice board for the Recreation Field. Before deciding, Cllr Wilton offered to obtain a second quote.


097/25 EDF Energy Tariff
Clerk presented new Tarif and has since negotiated a more favourable rate. 


065/25
Cllr Parsons asked W Cllr Threlfall if there were any updates on work at the Lilacs. As work had stopped there was no further action.


066/25
Cllr Smith confirmed that LHFIG had approved funding for footpath gate on Brin26.  W Cllr Threlfall to speak to Steve Leonard regarding next steps.


068/25
Cllr Smith was in exchanged of correspondence with owner of Brinkworth House about placement of signs. Cllr Parsons had spoken to Golf Course representative who confirmed they would also clear ditch to enable Highways to clear Gully at the entrance at Golf Course.

Cllr Smith has reported signs in hedge at Callow Hill to Highways again. 
Cllr Watkins also reported footpath sign at the entrance to Charlie’s Place was also lying on the ground. Cllr Parson to report to Steward in September.
