A Member of the public attended the meeting to ask for an update on Callow Hill. An update will be provided mid-October.  To assist WC with the assessment an Information Pack had been compiled by BPC and the feedback from a residents’ survey. The survey provided a lot of evidence of the impact of the 50mph speed limit to the residents. During the course of discussions, members of the Parish Council expressed their view that the volume of heavy lorries delivering hard core to Whites Farm had caused damage to the road from Grittenham across the motorway.  W Cllr Threlfall was requested to report the damage on My Wilts system.  W Cllr Threlfall was also asked to query the EA again about the amount of hard core being delivered to the site.
